Syllabuses overlap to provide smooth progression; you can expect more overlap 
in the intermediate band.

The + levels described in the CEF document simply demonstrate a strong level 
within a level. This may equate to more language knowledge, or a greater ease in 
performance, e.g. high level of fluency, good grasp of strategies.
